This is in reply to your correspondence forwarding Application for Further Review of Protest (AFR) 3901-04-101569, filed by the law firm of Grunfeld, Desiderio, et al., on behalf of Mast Industries, Inc.

The protest and Application for Further Review (hereinafter “AFR”), which was timely filed on November 29, 2004, is against Customs and Border Protection’s (CBP) Notice to Redeliver, dated August 30, 2004, for failure to present the proper visa for  certain women’s nightdresses and pajamas.
