Internal Advice Request; 12-010; Classification of Small Mosaic Glass Watering Stakes
Dear Ms. Brown:

This is in response to your memoranda of February 3, 2012, requesting our advice regarding the classification, under the Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), of certain small mosaic glass watering stakes (“watering stakes”) imported by LG Sourcing Incorporated (“LG”).   Although samples were not provided for our examination, the file does contain a photo and a description of the watering stakes.
On September 9, 2011, LG entered among other articles, watering stakes under subheading 7020.00.60, HTSUS, which provides for “Other articles of glass: Other.”  
U.S. Customs and Border Protection (“CBP”) submitted a Request for Information (“CBP Form 28”) to LG on November 2, 2011; requesting a sample and descriptive literature of the watering stake.  In addition, CBP asked for a breakdown of the components and a description of how the watering stakes work.  On November 8, 2011, LG responded by email, stating in pertinent part, as follows:
Per my telephone message, this is a clear glass plant watering blub.  The “bulb” portion is covered with glass mosaic pieces and a medium (grout) to adhere them to the bulb.  The item is 99.9% glass and .1% grout.  The body is glass and the tiles are glass.  The “bulb” portion is filled with water and the tube end is stuck in the soil of a potted plant to self-water while the homeowner is on vacation, etc.  

In addition to its product literature, LG attached a copy of New York Ruling Letter (NYRL) N020311, dated December 13, 2007, to the email message.  NYRL N020311 classified an article identified as an “Aqua Globe” under subheading 7020.00.60, HTSUS, and subheading 9817.00.50, HTSUS.  The Aqua Globe is a hand blown glass bulb at the end of a glass tube that comes in a variety of colors. Like the watering stakes at issue, the Aqua Globe is filled with water and inserted into soil.  As the soil dries, water from the bulb enters the soil as needed to keep the soil moist.
As NYRL N020311 was in effect when the subject watering stakes were entered, and the watering stakes subject to the instant request for internal advice is substantially similar to the Aqua Globes discussed therein, you are advised to liquidate the entry under subheading 7020.00.60, HTSUS.     
We are administratively closing our file (HQ H207521) and we are returning this matter to you for your disposition.  If you require further information, please contact Lynne Robinson of my staff at 202-325-0067.
