     A sample of the cleaning fluid was submitted to the United

Customs Laboratory.  the sample was found to contain an aromatic

surface active agent.

     The kit is treated as a set under the General Rules of

Interpretation (GRI 3b) and is classifiable under the item that

conveys the essential  character.  In our opinion the essential

character is conveyed by the cleaning fluid.

     The applicable HTS subheading for the Camera Cleaning Kit,

catalog No. 170-17,  will be 3402.20.1000, Harmonized Tariff

Schedule of the United States (HTS), which provides for

preparations put up for retail sale:  containing any aromatic or

modified aromatic surface-active agent.  The duty rate will be

6.6 percent ad valorem.
