     In your letter dated December 6, 1990 you requested a tariff

classification ruling.         

     Information was submitted with your initial request dated

September 20, 1990.  The subject merchandise is described as

extra virgin arbequina olive oil.  The olive oil is produced from

ripe olives which are washed, pressed, decanted, and bottled. 

The product will be imported in a 37.5 centiliter bottle and in a

70 centiliter bottle. 

     The applicable subheading for the extra virgin arbequina

olive oil will be 1509.10.2000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the

United States (HTS), which provides for  olive oil and its

fractions, whether or not refined, but not chemically modified:

virgin: weighing with the immediate container under 18

kilograms.  The rate of duty will be 5 cents per kilogram on

contents and container.   

     This ruling is being issued under the provisions of Section

177 of the Customs Regulations (19 C.F.R. 177).
