Chain Company you requested a tariff classification ruling.  A

sample chain link was submitted with your inquiry.         

     The SR-LES 10 tire chain is intended for use on small

harvesters, forwarders, and similar small log harvesting

machines.  It consists of case hardened cross chain links 10

millimeters in diameter formed into a square tread pattern for

improved traction and minimal ground damage to sensitive

terrain.  The SR-LES 10 tire chain is reversible, thus doubling

its useful life.

     The applicable subheading for the SR-LES 10 tire chain will

be 7315.20.5000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States

(HTS), which provides for iron or steel skid chain over 8 mm in

diameter.  The rate of duty will be free.   

     This ruling is being issued under the provisions of Section
