cut, crushed or powdered, other, other, other.  The duty rate

will be free.

     The applicable subheading for the Eucalyptus oil will be

3301.29.1000, HTS, which provides for essential oils other than

those of citrus fruit, other, of eucalyptus.  The duty rate will

be 2.8 percent ad valorem.  When imported on or before December

31, 1992 the duty rate will be 2.1 percent ad valorem.       

     Articles classifiable under subheading 3301.29.1000, HTS,

which are products of India are entitled to duty free treatment

under the Generalized System of Preferences (GSP) upon compliance

with all applicable regulations.
