      The sample submitted, which will be imported under your

Reference No. TS-366, is a man's pullover garment constructed from

100 percent cotton, finely knit, heavyweight, jersey fabric.  The

garment features a double banded, rib knit crew neckline with a

contrasting color inner band; short hemmed sleeves with a

contrasting inner ply; a patch pocket on the left chest; and a

hemmed bottom. The double banded, rib knit crew neckline has an

inner band which is the same color as the inner plies of the

sleeves.
