The

garment has a rib knit, crew neckline; short, hemmed sleeves; and

a hemmed bottom.  The front and back panels and the sleeves are

each constructed from a single piece of fabric.

      Item number #2 is a man's all white T-shirt which is

constructed from 100 percent cotton, finely knit jersey fabric. 

The garment has a rib knit, crew neckline; short, hemmed sleeves;

and a hemmed bottom.  The front and back panels and the sleeves

are each constructed from a single piece of fabric.

      Item number #3 is a man's T-shirt which is constructed from

100 percent cotton, finely knit jersey fabric.  The garment has a

rib knit, crew neckline; short, hemmed sleeves; and a hemmed

bottom. The submitted sample was red in color, and you have

indicated in your letter that this garment will be imported in

different colors.

      Item number #4 is a man's pullover garment which is

constructed from 100 percent cotton, finely knit, heavy weight

jersey fabric.  The garment has a mock turtle neckline; long

sleeves with rib knit cuffs; and a hemmed bottom.

      Item number #5 is a boys' all white T-shirt which is

constructed from 100 percent cotton, finely knit jersey fabric. 

The garment has a rib knit, crew neckline; short, hemmed sleeves;

and a hemmed bottom.  The front and back panels and the sleeves

are each constructed from a single piece of fabric.

      As you requested, your samples are being returned.

(vests) and similar articles, knitted or crocheted: of cotton:

other: other: other: men's or boys'.  The duty rate will be 20.7

percent ad valorem.
