It is

essentially a blank book, with header-pages labeled, "Romantical-

Platonical-Familial", Anatomical-Gastronomical", "Habitational",

etc.  The printed preface reads, in part, "We've...left plenty of

room for you to write things down...", and, "Basically, it's your

book.  Do what you want with it."  It is, in our opinion,

"suitable for extensive notations."

     The applicable subheading for blank book described,

entitled, "A Wish Book", will be 4820.10.20, Harmonized Tariff

Schedule of the United States (HTS), which provides for: Diaries,

notebooks and address books, bound; memorandum pads, letter pads

and similar articles.  The rate of duty will be 4 percent ad

valorem.
