Inside of the latch itself, is an aluminum or zinc

cavity that hold the latch and spring mechanism together.   

       The applicable subheading for the latch assembly will be

7326.90.9090, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States

(HTS), which provides for other articles of iron or steel, other. 

The duty rate will be 5.7% ad valorem.
