     The applicable subheading for the two materials will be 5903.20.2500,

Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTS), which provides for

textile fabrics impregnated, coated, covered or laminated with plastics, with

polyurethane, of man-made fibers, not over 70 percent by weight of rubber or

plastics.  The rate of duty will be 8.5 percent ad valorem.  

     This merchandise falls within textile category designation 229.  Based

upon international textile trade agreements, products of Korea are subject to

quota and the requirement of a visa.  If a product of Hong Kong, a Hong Kong

Export License would be required.  

     The designated textile and apparel category may be subdivided into

parts.
