          4.   The backpack strap is made of 1 inch wide

               polypropylene web fabric with plastic buckles.

          5.   The rope-on treestep is made of braided

               polyethylene cord with a metal bar attached to one

               end and the other end has a loop.

     The applicable subheading for the aluminum treestand will be

7616.90.5080, HTS, which provides for other articles of aluminum: 

Other.  The rate of duty will be 5.1 percent ad valorem.      

     The applicable subheading for the rope-on treestep will be

5609.00.3000, HTS, which provides for articles of yarn, strip or

the like of heading 5405 or 5405, twine, cordage, rope or cables,

not elsewhere specified or included:  Of man-made fibers.  The

rate of duty will be 8.6 percent ad valorem.
