     The prospective import, Lead Azide consists of 95 percent pure

lead azide with trace amounts of dextrin, sodium azide, and lead

carbonate.  

     The lead azide is used in the manufacture of detonators for

explosives use in commercial operations such as mining and

construction.

     The applicable subheading for the Lead Azide will be

2850.00.5000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States

(HTS), which provides for hyrides, nitrides, azides, silicides and

borides, whether or not chemically defined, other than compounds

which are also carbides of heading 2849:... Other.  The general

rate of duty will be 3.7% percent ad valorem.
