The third product, Labetalol hydrochloride ("Labetalol" is INN), is an antihypertensive drug.  The fourth product, Daunorubicin hydrochloride ("Daunorubicin" is INN), is an antibiotic which is used as an antineoplastic drug. 


The applicable subheading for Doxazosin mesylate will be 2934.90.3000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTS), which provides for: "Other heterocyclic compounds: Other: Aromatic or modified aromatic: Other: Drugs."  Pursuant to General Note 13, HTSUSA, the rate of duty will be free.


The applicable subheading for Leuprolide acetate will be    

2933.29.2000, HTS, which provides for: "Compounds containing an unfused imidazole ring (whether or not hydrogenated) in the structure: Other: Aromatic or modified aromatic: Other: Drugs."  Pursuant to General Note 13, HTSUSA, the rate of duty will be free. 


The applicable subheading for Labetalol hydrochloride will be 2924.29.6250, HTS, which provides for: "Cyclic amides (including cyclic carbamates) and their derivatives; salts thereof: Other: Aromatic: Other: Drugs: Other: Other."  Pursuant to General Note 13, HTSUSA, the rate of duty will be free.


The applicable subheading for Daunorubicin hydrochloride will be 2941.90.3000, HTS, which provides for Antibiotics: Other: Other: Aromatic or modified aromatic."  The rate of duty will be free.
