described as follows:

    Purpose:         Hold a pocket watch.

    Material:        Two leather panels sewn together on

                     3 sides.  The larger back panel folds

                     over the top of the front panel and is

                     fastened by a metal snap.  Leather belt

                     loop is sewn to back panel.

                     Outer surface - leather.

    Size:            Approximately 2 1/2"W x 2 1/2"L x 1/2"D

The applicable subheading for the pouch will be 4202.91.0090, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTS), which provides for trunks...and similar containers, other, with outer surface of leather, other.  The rate of duty will be 6.3 percent ad valorem.

Your sample is being returned as requested.
