The submitted samples, style #1654, consist of a pullover swing top and pull-on pants.  The pullover swing top is made of 60 percent cotton and 40 percent polyester knit fabric above the waist and features a rib knit neck, long sleeves with rib knit cuffs, and a bodice.  An abbreviated gathered skirt, made of 100 percent cotton woven flannel, is sewn to the waist.  The pull-on pants are made of 100 percent cotton knit interlock fabric.  The pants feature an elasticized waist and long hemmed leg openings. The pant set will be imported in infant sizes’ 12 to 24 months.

The applicable subheading for the pull-on pants will be 6111.20.6030, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTS), which provides for babies’ garments and clothing accessories, knitted or crocheted, of cotton, other, other, other, imported as parts of sets.  The rate of duty will be 8.4 percent ad valorem.
