The rate of duty will be 3.7 percent ad valorem.   


The applicable subheading for the Neodymium Metal will be 2805.30.0000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTS), which provides for alkali or alkaline-earth metals; rare-earth metals, scandium and yttrium, whether or not intermixed or interalloyed; mercury: Rare-earth metals, scandium and yttrium whether or not intermixed or interalloyed.  The rate of duty will be 5 percent ad valorem.   


The applicable subheading for the Neodymium Oxide will be 2846.90.8000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTS), which provides for compounds, inorganic or organic, of rare-earth metals, of yttrium or of scandium, or of mixtures of these metals: Other: Other: Other.  The rate of duty will be 3.7 percent ad valorem.   


The applicable subheading for the (92.46%) Yttrium Oxide and (6.54%) Europium Oxide coprecipitate material will be 2846.90.8000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTS), which provides for compounds, inorganic or organic, of rare-earth metals, of yttrium or of scandium, or of mixtures of these metals: Other: Other: Other.  The rate of duty will be 3.7 percent ad valorem.
