     The applicable subheading for the sweater will be

6110.20.2020, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States

(HTS), which provides for sweaters, pullovers...or crocheted: of

cotton: other: other: sweaters: women's.  The rate of duty will

be 19.9%.  

     The garment falls within textile category designation 345.
