The jacket has a back yoke and a center

seam with a three inch slit at the hem and extends from the

shoulders to the hip area.

     The applicable subheading for style 7232 will be

6211.42.0075, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States

(HTS), which provides for track suits, ski-suits and swimwear;

other garments: other garments, women's or girls' of cotton:

jackets and jacket-type garments excluded from headings 6202. 

The duty rate will be 8.5 percent ad valorem.

     Style 7232 falls within textile category designation 335. 

Based upon international textile trade agreements products of

Hong Kong are subject to a visa requirement and quota restraints. 

     The designated textile and apparel categories may be

subdivided into parts.  If so, visa and quota requirements

applicable to the subject merchandise may be affected.  Part
