     The applicable subheading for Malathion, imported in bulk

form, will be 2930.90.4200, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the

United States (HTS), which provides for: "Organo-sulfur

compounds: Other: Other: Pesticides: Other: O,O-Dimethyl-S-methyl

carbamoylmethyl phosphorodithioate; and Malathion."  The rate of

duty will be free, which will remain the same for 1997.  The

applicable subheading for Malathion, imported put up packed for

retail sale, will be 3808.10.5000, HTS, which provides for:
