A polypropylene rope is attached through the

center of the article.

     This article is a composite good composed of various

materials.  The essential character of this article is imparted

by the textile fabrics which provides the primary functional

element for this item.

     The applicable subheading for the "Shellfish Holding Net"

will be 6307.90.9989, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United

States (HTS), which provides for other made up articles...Other. 

The rate of duty will be 7 percent ad valorem.
