The submitted sample, Tarika Ayruvedic Pimple Remover, consists of a sealed, plastic packet, affixed to paper retail packaging material, containing a brown-colored powder.  The powder is stated to consist of a formulated mixture of herbs and minerals, and is indicated for use as an Ayurvedic remedy in the treatment of  "pimples, acnes, blackheads and other scars."    


The applicable subheading for the Tarika Ayruvedic Face Wash and Daily Facial will be 3304.99.5000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTS), which provides for Beauty or make-up preparations and preparations for the care of the skin (other than medicaments), including sunscreen or sun tan preparations; manicure or pedicure preparations: Other: Other: Other..........  The rate of duty will be 1 percent ad valorem. 


The applicable subheading for the Tarika Ayruvedic Pimple Remover will be 3004.90.9045, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTS), which provides for Medicaments (excluding goods of heading 3002, 3005 or 3006) consisting of mixed or unmixed products for therapeutic or prophylactic uses, put up in measured doses or in forms or packings for retail sale: Other: Other..........Other:  Dermatological agents and local anesthetics..........  The rate of duty will be free.
