The garment

features a rib knit crew neckline; short, hemmed sleeves; and a

hemmed bottom.  You have stated that the garment will be imported

in sizes Medium to Extra-Large.

     The applicable subheading for Style CCM30512 will be

6109.10.0005, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States,

(HTS), which provides for: T-shirts, singlets, tank tops and

similar garments, knitted or crocheted: of cotton: men's or

boys': T-shirts: other.  The duty rate will be 19.2 percent ad

valorem.

     Style CCM30512 falls within textile category designation

352.  Based upon international textile trade agreements, products

of India are subject to a visa requirement and quota restraints.
