     Your submitted sample, style 19340 is a 100% cotton flannel

woven man's plaid sleepwear pant.  It features an exposed

elasticized waistband with the words "J Crew" at intervals, an one

snap fly front, side slash pockets and hemmed bottoms.

     You have submitted evidence that shows the garments will be

sold and marketed as sleepwear.  

     The applicable subheading for styles 21703 and 19340 will be

6207.91.3010, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States

(HTS), which provides for men's or boys', singlets and other

undershirts, underpants, briefs, nightshirts, pajamas, bathrobes,

dressing gowns and similar articles: nightshirts and pajamas: of

cotton, other, sleepwear.  The duty rate will be 6.3 percent ad

valorem.
