The former is composed of 96 percent honey and

4 percent calcium and the latter is 97 percent honey and 3

percent velvet.  Both products are put up in 500-gram jars, and

sold as dietary supplements. 

     The applicable subheading for these honey products will be

2106.90.9998, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States

(HTS), which provides for food preparations not elsewhere

specified or included...other...other...other.  The rate of duty

will be 7.6 percent ad valorem.   

     The importation of this merchandise may be subject to

restrictions imposed by the United States Food and Drug

Administration.
