Based on Customs Laboratory Report 2-1999-20240, the product is a natural polymer of a polysaccharide

derivative (chitosan), in primary form.  The product will be

imported in 5 gallon carboys and used as a yield enhancing agent

for spraying the leaves of vegetable crops.
