      Style 94 72 25150 is a men's woven 52% viscose and 48% linen

shirt.  You state it is identical in styling to style number 94-72-25135.  A sample was not submitted.

fibers: other: other, other: other: men's.  The duty rate will be

30.2 cents per kg. and 26.9% percent ad valorem.

     Style 94 72 25135 falls within textile category designation
