Dear Mr. Epstein:


In your letter dated November 24, 1998 you requested a tariff classification ruling on behalf of your client Avon Products, Inc.


The article is identified as a “Harley Davidson™ Motorcycle Figurine,” #PP 186841.  The item is made of plastic and is a scale model representation of a Harley Davidson™ motorcycle.  It accurately portrays the fine details of the engine, wheels, handles, controls, fuel tank, saddle and side bags, etc.  The entire front wheel section may be turned to the left or right.  

The rear wheel can manually be moved up and down, creating a working rear wheel suspension system which simulates that of a shock absorption system found in real motorcycles.  The vehicle is mounted on a silver plastic base and held in place by a single screw.  Your sample is being returned.

     The applicable subheading for the “Harley Davidson™ Motorcycle Figurine,” item #PP 186841, will be 9503.90.0045, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTS), which provides for other toys: other: other toys and models.  The rate of duty will be free.
