Style #3 is printed with a Santa, a bear and two reindeer.  

     The applicable subheading for the Christmas card holder will be 9505.10.2500, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTS), which provides for…articles for Christmas festivities and parts and accessories thereof: Christmas ornaments: other.  The rate of duty will be free.
