The tariff classification of Christmas decorations from China.

Dear Mr. Prevosti:


In your letter dated June 29, 1999, on behalf of your client Jay Import Co, Inc., you requested a classification ruling.


You have submitted five samples of ceramic articles.


Item #13-3907 is a ceramic candy dish.  It is designed with Santa dressed in the traditional red and white suit.  He is holding a teddy bear in one hand and a sack of toys in the other.

The Santa figure is considered to be 3-dimensional. 


Item #13-3910 is a flat candy dish made of ceramic material.  It is designed with Santa dressed in the traditional red and white suit.  Santa holds a teddy bear in one hand and a sack of toys in the other.  The Santa figure is not 3-dimensional.


Item #13-3906 is a ceramic candy dish in the shape of a shopping bag.  The candy dish has a braided cord attached near the top.  The dish is decorated with holly leaves, berries and snow flakes.  The dish features the frontal view of Santa on one side and the back view of Santa on the other. Santa is dressed in the traditional suit.  He holds a decorated Christmas tree in one hand and a sack of toys in the other.                                


Item #13-3900 is a ceramic cookie jar designed in the shape of Santa.  This 3-dimensional Santa is wearing the traditional red and white suit.  He holds a present and a decorated Christmas tree in one hand and a sack of toys in the other.  Santa’s hat is also decorated with holly leaves and berries.


Item #13-3901 is a ceramic teapot designed in the shape of Santa.  The handle is designed as a red and white candy cane.  This 3-dimensional Santa is dressed in the traditional red and white suit.  He holds a present and a decorated Christmas tree in one hand and a sack of toys in the other.


The applicable subheading for items #13-3907, #13-3900 and #13-3901, will be 9505.10.2500, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTS), which provides for…articles for Christmas festivities and parts and accessories thereof: Christmas ornaments: other, other.  The rate of duty will be free.   


The applicable subheading for items #13-3910 and #13-3906, will be 6812.00.4810, HTS, which provides for other ceramic tableware…other than of porcelain or china: other, suitable for food or drink contact.  The rate of duty will be 9.8 percent ad valorem.   


This ruling is being issued under the provisions of Part 177 of the Customs Regulations (19 C.F.R. 177).
