According to a report issued to this office by the U.S. Customs laboratory in New York, the second product, Indoxacarb technical (Development codes: DPX-MP062, DPX-JW062, DPX-KN128 and DPX-K127), is indicated for use as an insecticide. 


The applicable subheading for Famoxadone technical, imported in bulk form, will be 2934.90.1200, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTS), which provides for "Nucleic acids and their salts; other heterocyclic compounds: Other: Aromatic or modified aromatic: Other: Pesticides: Other: Fungicides."  The rate of duty will be 8.3 percent ad valorem. 


The applicable subheading for Indoxacarb technical, imported in bulk form, will be 2934.90.1600, HTS, which provides for "Nucleic acids and their salts; other heterocyclic compounds: Other: Aromatic or modified aromatic: Other: Pesticides: Other: Insecticides.  The rate of duty will be 8.9 percent ad valorem.
