The tariff classification of a decorative wood and bamboo birdhouse from China

Dear Mr. Hoffacker:


In your letter dated July 13, 2000, on behalf of the importer Consolidated Stores Inc., you requested a tariff classification ruling.


The ruling was requested on a wood and bamboo birdhouse, item # FU40061.  A photograph and a product information sheet were submitted.  The dimensions of the birdhouse are stated to be 8.5” x 8.5” x 13.5”.  The birdhouse is made of wood and is decoratively covered on the outside with pieces of split bamboo not suitable for plaiting.             


The applicable subheading for the wood and bamboo birdhouse, item # FU40061, will be 4420.10.0000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States Annotated (HTSUSA), which provides for statuettes and other ornaments of wood.  The rate of duty will be 3.2 percent ad valorem.   


The holding set forth above applies only to the specific factual situation and merchandise description as identified in the ruling request.  This position is clearly set forth in 19 CFR 177.9(b)(1).
