Dear Ms. Crawford:


In your letter dated July 26, 2000, on behalf of Dow Agro Sciences, LLC, you requested a tariff classification ruling.


As indicated by the submitted sample and information, the “TransSenSor” is a device that tests to see if a circuit has been broken within the monitoring section of a termite detection system.  This device consists of an inductance coil that energizes a circuit board so that broken circuits can be identified.


The applicable subheading for the “TransSenSor” will be 8543.89.9695, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTS), which provides for other electrical machines and apparatus, …, not specified or included elsewhere in Chapter 85, HTS.  The rate of duty will be 2.6 percent ad valorem.   


This ruling is being issued under the provisions of Part 177 of the Customs Regulations (19 C.F.R. 177).
