The tariff classification of a wood barrel style sewing box from China

Dear Mr. Hoffacker:


In your letter dated June 8, 2001, on behalf of the importer Big Lots Stores (formerly Consolidated Stores), you requested a tariff classification ruling.


The ruling was requested on a round wood sewing box described as a wooden barrel style sewing basket and designated item # 12060187C.  A sample of the product was submitted and will be returned to you as you requested. 


The sample consists of a round wood box approximately 7-1/2 inches high and 10 inches in diameter.  It has a lid with a heart shaped handle in the middle and two flip open sides.  Each side of the lid incorporates a permanently mounted 3-1/2 inch wide heart shaped fabric pin cushion.  The box is made of 3/8 inch thick wood which is surface covered with a wood grain printed paper.  The box is lined with a textile fabric that matches the design of the pin cushions.


The applicable subheading for the wood barrel style sewing box (item # 12060187C) will be 4420.90.6500, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States Annotated (HTSUSA), which provides for jewelry boxes, silverware chests, cigar and cigarette boxes, microscope cases, tool or utensil cases and similar boxes, cases and chests, all the foregoing of wood; other; lined with textile fabrics.  The rate of duty will be free.


The holding set forth above applies only to the specific factual situation and merchandise description as identified in the ruling request.  This position is clearly set forth in 19 CFR 177.9(b)(1).
