The tariff classification of three telecommunications multiplexing devices (Wide Bank 28, Broadmore 1750, and Access Navigator)

Dear Mr. Schofield:


In your letter dated June 29, 2001 you requested a tariff classification ruling.


Your ruling request addressed the classification of telecommunications multiplexing devices, which handle voice and data.  They will be physically located at the service provider’s premise.


The Wide Bank 28 is a space-efficient, cost-effective digital service connection for a variety of platforms and applications.  The Wide Bank 28 family of products, enables standard-based M1-3 multiplexing to take a giant step forward.  The Wide Bank 28 is a family of “carrier-class” solutions that significantly increases the number of  DS1/E1 service delivery ports that can be deployed at the same time that it dramatically lowers DS1/E1 port deployment costs.  It can be deployed in conjunction with DCS, SONET ADM, LDS, Frame Relay and ATM platforms.  The Wide Bank 28’s small footprint solves the space problem that often limits how many DS1 or E1 connections can be supported per rack.  It also makes it possible to provision more T1/E1 ports in virtually any platform, greatly increasing the maximum number of ports that can be deployed and services that can be delivered to customers.  Some other features are its remote management facilities, its scalability for cost-effective, fast and efficient network expansion, and its modular approach to sparing and redundancy reducing downtime and ensuring that the system remains available.


The Broadmore 1750 enables service providers to extend their capital budgets, reduce their operating costs, and accelerate service availability.  It bridges the gap and brings the proven cost-efficiency and high performance of ATM networks to TDM-based DS3 service creation.  It supplies redundant and protected Network Interface Modules (NIMs) and Service Access Modules (SAMs), supports SONET Automatic Protection Switching (APS), distributes redundant-48 VDC power rails to each module. The question of classification for the Access Bank 1 and Adit 600 is being referred to the Office of Regulations and Rulings, U.S. Customs Service Headquarters, 1300 Pennsylvania Avenue, N.W., Washington D.C. 20229.  A ruling will be issued to you from that office.


This ruling is being issued under the provisions of Part 177 of the Customs Regulations (19 C.F.R. 177).
