In your letter dated December 4, 2001, on behalf of your client, Santen Inc., you requested a tariff classification ruling.


The subject product, Alamast( (pemirolast potassium ophthalmic solution) 0.1%, consists of a sterile, aqueous, ophthalmic solution containing 0.1% Pemirolast Potassium (CAS-100299-08-9) as the active ingredient.  The product, which will be imported put up in 2.5 ml-size bottles, is indicated for topical administration to the eyes to prevent itching of the eye due to allergic conjunctivitis.  


The applicable subheading for the subject product will be 3004.90.9085, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTS), which provides for “Medicaments … consisting of mixed or unmixed products for therapeutic or prophylactic uses, put up in measured doses or in forms or packings for retail sale: Other: Other: Other: Medicaments primarily affecting the eyes, ears or respiratory system: Other: Other.”  The rate of duty will be free.  Please note that this HTS number and duty rate are for the year 2001.  As of the date of this letter, the 2002 HTS has not been published.  As the HTS is subject to modification, especially at the beginning of a new year, we suggest that you check the United States International Trade Commission’s website at www.usitc.gov to confirm the 2002 HTS number and rate of duty.
