The tariff classification of steel plate from China.

Dear Mr. O’Connell:


In your letter dated January 8, 2002, you requested a tariff classification ruling.


You are planning to import hot-rolled cut-to-length carbon steel plates.  The plates, produced in China, are made to ASTM Specification A 516, Grade 70.  ASTM Spec A 516 is the Standard Specification for Pressure Vessel Plates, Carbon Steel, for Moderate-and

Lower-Temperature Service.  The plates measure either 4 inches or 7 inches in thickness.  Typical dimensions of the plates produced in China are 4” x 96” x 320” and 7” x 96” x 230”.  These plates are sold to Canadian company that cuts the plates to size, 4” x 75” x 130 ½” and 7” x 76 ½” x 130”, and bevels the edges.  You would purchase the plates from the Canadian vendor.


The applicable subheading for the hot-rolled beveled carbon steel cut-to-length plates will be 7208.90.0000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTS), which provides for flat-rolled products of iron or nonalloy steel, of a width of 600 mm or more, hot-rolled, not clad, plated or coated, other.  The rate of duty will be 1 percent ad valorem.   


This ruling is being issued under the provisions of Part 177 of the Customs Regulations (19 C.F.R. 177).


You ask whether these plates are subject to any antidumping duties or whether there are any other restrictions or additional duties.
