The wax candle consists of 54 percent palm oil, 44 percent paraffin wax and 2 percent orange, lemon and grapefruit fragrance.  Your sample is being returned.


The applicable subheading for the multiple fragrance candle in a glass jar will be 3406.00.0000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for candles, tapers and the like.  The rate of duty is free.
