The product is identified as a “five finger” Kit Kat® candy bar, net weight 2.11 ounces, consisting of three baked wafers separated by a sweet crème filling, enrobed in chocolate.  


The applicable subheading for this product will be 1905.32.0049, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTS), which provides for bread, pastry, cakes, biscuits and other bakers’ wares, whether or not containing cocoa…sweet biscuits; waffles and wafers…waffles and wafers…other…other.  The rate of duty will be free.
