These functional festive articles are used during the Christmas holiday season to spread soft jams, jelly and cheese.

The applicable subheading for the spreader knives set will be 9505.10.5020, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTS), which provides for Festive...articles for Christmas festivities and parts and accessories thereof: Christmas ornaments: Other: Other.  The rate of duty will be free.
