It is put up in a pear-shaped glass bottle measuring 9-1/2 inches tall, with a metal and plastic pouring spout tied to the neck of the bottle.


The applicable subheading for item no. Item no. OV-205572 Pear Bottle Infusion will be 2103.90.8000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTS), which provides for mixed condiments and mixed seasonings…other…other… other. The rate of duty will be 6.4 percent ad valorem.
