It will be classified in Chapter 95 of the HTS as parts of games that are played on boards of a special design.  You have not requested the return of your sample.


The applicable subheading for the “Cardboard Grid Cards” (Childcraft item # 5000620) will be 9504.90.6000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTS), which provides for articles for arcade, table or parlor games...parts and accessories therefore: other: chess, checkers parchisi, backgammon, darts and other games played on boards of a special design, all the foregoing games and parts thereof (including their boards)...poker chips and dice.  The rate of duty will be free.
