The tariff classification of mirrors from China

Dear Ms. Juang:


In your letter, received August 4, 2004, you requested a tariff classification ruling.

 Photographs were submitted with your ruling request.  


 Based on the photographs, Styles AGP017, MAP060B and BLGPC369 appear to be ordinary framed mirrors which would allow the consumer to see his or her reflection.  Each of these articles appears to have a clear, unobstructed surface of reflecting glass which would allow the consumer to use the product as a mirror.


You stated that the reflecting surface of each of these mirrors consists of glass while the frames consist of plastics.  The information submitted indicates that the area of the reflecting glass surface for each of the mirrors is over 929 square centimeters.

The applicable subheading for Styles AGP017, MAP060B  and BLGPC369 will be 7009.92.5000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTS), which provides for glass mirrors…other:   framed:  over 929 square centimeters in reflecting area.  The rate of duty will be 6.5 percent ad valorem.

This ruling is being issued under the provisions of Part 177 of the Customs Regulations (19 C.F.R. 177).

A copy of the ruling or the control number indicated above should be provided with the entry documents filed at the time this merchandise is imported.

With regard to Styles AGPC135 and SGP134, we are returning your request for a classification ruling because we need additional information in order to issue a ruling. Please submit the additional information indicated below.

The photographs of Styles AGPC135 and SGP134 appear to indicate that the surface of each of these items is not pure glass.  They appear to consist of glass and other material designed to give each article a decorative effect.

For each of these items, please identify the other material on the surface of the article.  For each of these articles, please indicate the percentage of the surface covered with glass and the percentage covered with the other material. 

For Styles AGPC135 and SGP134, please indicate whether the other material covers the surface of each article to such an extent that it is difficult for a person to actually use the product as a mirror – i.e., to actually use the mirror to see his or her reflection.  Does the other material cover the surface to such an extent that the product is primarily being used as a decorative article, not as a mirror?

For Styles AGPC135 and SGP134, please indicate whether each item is principally used a mirror (i.e., principally used by the consumer to see his or her reflection) or principally used as a decorative article.

If you claim items Styles AGPC135 and SGP134 are used as mirrors, please submit a video depicting a person using each item – i.e., depicting whether the person is seeing an unencumbered reflection or whether he or she is simply looking at a decorative article.

When this information is available, you may wish to consider resubmission of your ruling request on Styles AGPC135 and SGP134 .  

If you resubmit the request, please resubmit a copy of your original letter and attachments along with the additional information requested in this notice.
