The tariff classification of a child’s costume from China.

Dear Ms. Navidad:


In your letter dated April 13, 2005 you requested a classification ruling.  The sample will be returned to you as requested.


The submitted sample, style 5910, Captain Jack Sparrows Deluxe Child Costume Set consists of upper body garment and boot covers.  The upper body garment is composed of woven 99% polyester/1% spandex fabric.  The one-piece garment has a short front and is long at the sides resembling a blouse and vest.  There is a sash and belt with a large buckle attached to the garment.  The garment has long full sleeves with a large cuff and a large collar and will be imported in sizes 4-6, 7-8, 10-12 and 14-16.  The top is well made with finished seams and styling.       
 

GRI 3(b) is applicable when goods are, prima facie, classifiable under two or more headings, and have been put up in sets for retail sale.  GRI 3(b) states that the goods “shall be classified as if they consisted of the material or component which gives them their essential character.”  In this case, the upper body garment imparts the essential character of the set.

The applicable subheading for the Captain Jack Sparrows Deluxe Child’s Costume set, style 5611 will be 6211.43.0091, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTS), which provides for "Track suits, ski-suits…Other garments…Of man-made fibers, Other." The duty rate will be 16% ad valorem.  The textile category designation is 659.

Quota and visa status are the result of international agreements that are subject to frequent renegotiations and changes.  To obtain the most current information as to whether quota and visa requirements apply to this merchandise, we suggest that you check, close to the time of shipment, the “Textile Status Report for Absolute Quotas” available at our web site at www.cbp.gov.
