Dear Mr. Ally:


In your letter dated June 27, 2005, you requested a tariff classification ruling and the applicability of antidumping and countervailing duties.


The submitted sample, measuring approximately 2 ¾ inches long by 1 ¼ inches at its widest point, is a flashlight that is incorporated with an oval-shaped snap ring.  It has a small-top push-button mechanism, which when activated emits a green beam of light.


The applicable subheading for this mini flashlight with snap ring will be 8513.10.2000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTS), which provides for Portable electric lamps designed to function by their own source of energy….Lamps: Flashlights.  The rate of duty will be 12.5 percent ad valorem.
