The tariff classification of decorative candleholder sets from China.

Dear Ms. Tymejczyk:


In your letter dated June 21, 2005, on behalf of M. Fortunoff of Westbury, 

you requested a tariff classification ruling.  Samples are being returned as requested.


The submitted samples are candleholder sets that consist of the following:

1) two cylindrical-shaped frosted-glass candleholders, style number C426199, which measure approximately 2 ½ inches in height by 2 inches in diameter and contain cylindrical candles.  They also have matching candle rings of artificial foliage (glittering leaves) and beads.

2) two cylindrical-shaped frosted-glass candleholders, style number C326211, which measure approximately 2 ½ inches in height by 2 inches in diameter and contain cylindrical candles.  They also have matching candle rings of artificial foliage and beads, as well as artificial fruit and natural pinecones.

3) two cylindrical-shaped frosted-glass candleholders, style number C525049, which measure approximately 2 ½ inches in height by 2 inches in diameter and contain cylindrical candles.  They also have matching candle rings of artificial foliage and beads, as well as natural pinecones and artificial fruit with wooden stems.

4) two cylindrical-shaped frosted-glass candleholders, style number C326072, which measure approximately 2 ½ inches in height by 2 inches in diameter and contain cylindrical candles.  They also have matching candle rings of artificial foliage (simulating frost-covered twigs) and beads.

5) two cylindrical-shaped frosted-glass candleholders, style number C426669, which measure approximately 2 ½ inches in height by 2 inches in diameter and contain cylindrical candles.  They also have matching candle rings of such natural products as pinecones.

It is noted that this merchandise will be imported in a condition suitable for sale directly to users without repacking.          


The applicable subheading for these decorative candleholder sets will be 9405.50.4000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTS), which provides for other non-electrical lamps and lighting fittings, other.  The rate of duty will be 6 percent ad valorem.   


The candles in these sets may be subject to antidumping duties or countervailing duties.  A list of AD/CVD proceedings at the Department of Commerce (DOC) and their product coverage can be obtained from the DOC website at: http://ia.ita.doc.gov, or you may write to them at the U.S. Department of Commerce, International Trade Administration, Office of Antidumping Compliance, 14th Street and Constitution Avenue, N.W. Washington, DC 20230.  Written decisions regarding the scope of AD/CVD orders are issued by the Import Administration in the Department of Commerce and are separate from tariff classification and origin rulings issued by Customs and Border Protection.


The importation of merchandise, containing such natural products as pine- cones and wood, may be subject to regulations or restrictions administered by the U.S. Department of Agriculture, Animal and Plant Health Division (APHIS).
