The tariff classification of adult wearing apparel from China.

Dear Mr. Ehrens:


In your letter dated October 25, 2005 you requested a classification ruling.  The samples will be returned to you as requested.


Three samples were submitted with your request.


Style F01000176, Ladies Africa Corset is constructed of woven polyester fabric coated on the outer surface with a clear polyurethane plastic material.  The corset extends from the bust to below the waist and has a knit fabric lining, laces down the back, faux laces in the front and several vertical stays.


Style F01000178, Ladies Boudoir Corset is a 12-panel corset with substantial body supporting features.  It is constructed of a woven fabric on the outer surface made of 55% polyester and 45% polyamide, and a knit cotton lining made of 100% cotton.  The garment extends from the bust to below the waist and features sixteen flexible vertical stays, a front closure consisting of five heavy metal hooks, and a rear vertical adjuster consisting of a cord laced through 22 grommets.  Black lace trim runs along the top and bottom edges of the garment.  The textile category designation is 649.


Style F01000180, Ladies After Dark Corset is constructed of cellular polyurethane (PU) plastic material with a knit fabric backing that is present merely for reinforcing purposes.  The garment is black with pink trim and features a lace-up front and is lined with textile fabric.  The garment is considered made of plastic material of chapter 39.


The applicable subheading for the Ladies Africa Corset, style F01000176 will be 6210.50.5055, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTS), which provides for “Garments made up of fabrics of heading 5602, 5603, 5903, 5906 or 5907: Other women’s or girls’ garments: Of man-made fibers: Other, Other.” The duty rate will be 7.1% ad valorem. The textile category designation is 659.



     The applicable subheading for the Ladies Boudoir Corset will be 6212.30.0020, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTS), which provides for “Brassieres, girdles, corsets, braces, suspenders, garters and similar articles and parts thereof, whether or not knitted or crocheted: corsets of man-made fibers.”  The rate of duty will be 23.5% ad valorem.

  The applicable subheading for the Ladies After Dark Corset, style F01000180 will be 3926.20.9050, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTS), which provides for “Other articles of plastics and articles of other materials of headings 3901 to 3914: Articles of apparel and clothing accessories (including gloves, mittens and mitts): Other: Other, Other.” The rate of duty will be 5% ad valorem.

Quota and visa status are the result of international agreements that are subject to frequent renegotiations and changes.
