The tariff classification of tights from China.

Dear Mr. Green:


In your letter dated December 6, 2005 you requested a classification ruling.  


Styles 7534 and 7644 are tights composed of knit 85% nylon/15% spandex fabric that are 45 decitex.  The tights are footed and have a gusset.


The applicable subheading for styles 7534 and 7644 will be 6115.11.0010, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTS), which provides for "Panty hose, tights…knitted or crocheted: Of synthetic fibers, measuring per single yarn less than 67 decitex, Tights." The duty rate will be 16% ad valorem.  The textile category designation is 659.


Quota and visa status are the result of international agreements that are subject to frequent renegotiations and changes.
