The tariff classification of costumes from China.

Dear Mr. Fragomeli:


In your letter dated December 8, 2005, you requested a tariff classification ruling.


You submitted the following costumes, which meet the flimsy, non-durable requirements and are being returned per your request:

1. Items 6807852/6807853/6807854, Princess Pink, are three sizes of textile costume that consists of a polyester dress, skirt and tiara, with the dress imparting the essential character. Although the dress has well-made styling (multiple layer sleeves), a well-made waist, well-made arms and a well-made embellishment (rick rack), it has flimsy construction of the neck and seams, a flimsy hook and loop tab closure and flimsy edges at the hem and closure. 

2. Items 6807856/6807857/6807858, Princess Pink, are three sizes of a textile costume that consists of a polyester dress, skirt and tiara, with the dress imparting the essential character. Although the dress has well-made styling (multiple layer sleeves), well-made arms and a well-made embellishment (rick rack), it has flimsy construction of the neck, waist and seams, a flimsy hook and loop tab closure, and flimsy edges at the arms, hem and closure.

3. Items 6803219/6803222/6803223, Princess Blue, are three sizes of a textile costume that consists of a polyester dress, shawl, skirt and tiara, with the dress imparting the essential character. Although the dress has well-made styling features (raglan sleeves and straps) and well-made arms, it has flimsy construction of the neck, waist and seams, flimsy thin elastics at the arms, a flimsy hook and loop tab closure, and flimsy edges at the hem and closure.

4. Items 6807830/6807835, Hello Kitty Cheerleader, are two sizes of a textile costume that consists of a polyester top, skirt, pom poms, with the top imparting the essential character. Although the top has well-made construction of the neck (capping), it has flimsy construction of the seams, a flimsy hook and loop tab closure, and flimsy edges at the arms, hem and closure.

5. Items 6808789/6808591/6808592, Chauffeur, are three sizes of a textile costume that consists of a polyester jacket, pants, boot covers and hat, with the jacket imparting the essential character. Although the jacket has well-made styling (multiple layer collar), well-made construction of the neck, and a well-made embellishment (buttons), it has flimsy construction of the seams, a flimsy hook and loop tab closure and flimsy edges at the arms, hem, closure and top of the collar.


The applicable subheading for item numbers 6807852/6807853/6807854, Princess Pink, item numbers 6807856/6807857/6807858, Princess Pink, item numbers 6803219/6803222/6803223, Princess Blue, item numbers 6807830/6807835, Hello Kitty Cheerleader, and item numbers 6808789/6808591/6808592, Chauffeur, will be 9505.90.6000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTS), which provides for “Festive, carnival or other entertainment articles, including magic tricks and practical joke articles; parts and accessories thereof: Other: Other."  The rate of duty will be Free.   


Please note that separate Federal Trade Commission marking requirements exist regarding country of origin, fiber content, and other information that must appear on many textile items.
