The tariff classification of a cheerleading pompom from China

Dear Ms. Stubblefield:


In your letter dated December 16, 2005 you requested a tariff classification ruling.


The ruling was requested on a product described as the “Cheer Pom Pom”, Style P2051.  A sample of the product was submitted, which will be returned to you as you requested.


The sample is a cheerleading pompom consisting of two bunches of red and white plastic strips attached to a center rod handle.  The strips vary in width and some are folded.  The apparent widths (in the folded state) and the widths of the unfolded strips range approximately from 10 mm to 23 mm. 


The applicable subheading for the “Cheer Pom Pom”, Style P2051, will be 4602.90.0000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States Annotated (HTSUSA), which provides for articles made from plaiting materials, other (than of vegetable materials).  The rate of duty will be 3.5 percent ad valorem.


Duty rates are provided for your convenience and are subject to change.  The text of the most recent HTSUS and the accompanying duty rates are provided on World Wide Web at http://www.usitc.gov/tata/hts/.
